How do we learn the will of God?

Not long ago, a young man asked me
this question, “How do I find the will of
God?” My answer: “Learn to hear from
God by recognizing the voice of the
Holy Spirit, then purpose in your heart
to obey that word from God, no matter
the cost.”

When Jesus left the Disciples and
ascended on high, they had a choice to
make—either to believe the word and
promises of Jesus or turn back into the
religious world system from which they
had come. They chose to believe. We
must do the same thing.

Jesus made two promises to them:

[1] I will send the promise of the
Father, and you will receive power
from on high.

[2] I go to prepare a place for you and
I will return.

If the promise of the Holy Spirit had
not come, they certainly would have
distrusted any words and promises
about His Second Coming. But thank
God they did believe. They went and
waited in the Upper Room, and on the
day of Pentecost the Holy Spirit was
poured out on them and all who were
present.

Peter stood and preached the Gospel,
telling them to Repent, Be Baptized and
Receive the Holy Spirit. Three thou-
sand people, plus the original 120, were
brought into the Church, receiving Sal-
vation and the Power of the Kingdom.

Because of their obedience, they
walked...they ran to the world preach-
ing the Powerful Word of the Gospel
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Lift up your eyes and look on the fields, for they are white already to harvest...

for the time is come for you to reap, for the Harvest of the earth is ripe.
Jn4:35; Rev 14:15

and testifying that Jesus was alive. They
entered into the most exciting and pow-
erful adventure that any group had ever
experienced in the history of the world.
That same message, those same promises
are available to us today.

But remember—we must first learn to
hear from God, from Jesus, from the
Holy Spirit.

BLOOD IS STILL IN THE
GROUND AT AUSCHWITZ

I have described Auschwitz as
“awesomely terrible.” The
picture you see on the right is
the railroad track coming
through the main center build-
ing. Almost a million Jews
came into this awful place...
only a small percentage lived to
tell the horrible story.

I think I am of average intelli-
gence, but while I walked
around the Auschwitz grounds

and buildings, I had a difficult time
getting my brain to work, to realize
what horror happened there. It was as
if I were under the spell of the locale,
not now...but it was like I was there
with them.

Before I entered into the buildings of
destruction and death, I paused to look
all around. It was as if I expected to
see the Death Squads still there. Then,
I would look down at
the ground and then
look at my feet to see
if blood were there.

I can tell you this—
blood is still in the
ground at Auschwitz.
When Cain killed his
brother God spoke
these words to him:
“What have you
done? The voice

of your brother’s blood cries to me
from the ground.” Genesis 4:10

And so it is at Auschwitz. The blood
of hundreds of thousands of Jews is
still crying out...while the leader of
Iran denies it ever happened. In my
opinion, he is demon possessed.

We wonder how human beings can
do such things to other human beings,
and then I remember the American
Civil War. It was Brother against
Brother, and it is still the most vicious
killing and blood-letting, the most
casualties of any war we have ever
fought.
